Parents, please read and discuss this contract with your child and sign below
 in the spaces provided.

1. Attendance: My child will attend camp from 8:45 AM to 3:45 PM everyday except in the case of illness. I understand that because of the very short rehearsal time, my child’s daily attendance is critical to the quality of the performance. I understand that supervision is not provided before 8:30 AM or after 4:00 PM except in cases of emergencies.

2. Costumes: I understand that my child will need one or more costumes for the play. The type of costume will be determined by Wednesday or Thursday of the first week of camp. The costume may be obtained from the child’s own wardrobe, borrowed, or “made from scratch”. Costumes may sometimes be rented from Stage and Screen Costumes in Frederick (usually around $50) or from the Midnight Players of Poolesville High School (around $10), if available. Goodwill or the thrift store at Ft Detrick are other good sources. Sometimes, Halloween costumes can be used. Costumes must include appropriate shoes. This cost is the responsibility of the camper.
3. Behavior: Cooperative behavior is expected of each camper. Excellent attention is needed during rehearsals. Campers should treat the staff and other campers with respect and take care not to cause damage to the theatre or other facilities. I understand that any problems that may occur in regard to my child will be discussed with me in person or by phone. In the rare event that a child refuses to comply with our expectations, s/he will be dismissed from camp with no refund of camp fees. (This has never happened in 31 years.) Likewise, I will let staff know if my child is experiencing any difficulties at camp.

4. Casting: Every child will be in the play and be asked to act, sing, and dance. Specific roles will be cast by an audition process. Each camper may choose two roles for which s/he wishes to audition. Previous experience is often helpful, but is not required. A willingness to try is what is important. I understand that my child may not get the part s/he wanted and may feel disappointed at first. The staff will try to help campers feel that every role is important and that each person makes a valuable contribution to the production. Campers chosen for long parts will need to spend considerable time outside of camp hours learning lines and songs. 

5. Cast Party: After the performance on Friday night, there will be a brief celebration for the cast and parents. Each camper is asked to contribute food and/or drink for this event. I will discuss with my child what we can contribute.

6. Communication: I will feel free to speak with the staff about any concerns or questions I will have at any time during camp.

7. Safety: The staff will make every effort to provide a safe environment for campers. In case of an accident of any kind, it is important that each camper be covered by personal insurance.
